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The general idea concerning the materalization of the building is 
the contrast between the skeleton and inner skin of the building.

The skeleton

The skeleton is the construction of the building, as the word 
skeleton already implies. Therefore the material should be solid 
and harsh.

Because of the sheer size and strong form language of the 
skeleton, the materialization should be very modest. It should 
blend in the surroundings. 

The level of detail of the material is also very important. The 
building/material will be either perceived from a long distance (> 
200m, other side of the bay) where the building will be read as a 
whole, or from very short distance (<15m, area around the build-
ing), where only small parts of the building will be experienced at 
the time. To help create a human scale on close range at the build-
ing, there should be a lot of irregular detail in the material. This 
almost excludes homogene materials like concrete and metals.
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The surroundings show all kinds of di�erent stone materials 
and colors. Plasters, big natural stones, bricks. Orange, green, 
gray and terra colors. Basically everthing is possible. 
To respect the national museum and to create an ansemble 
with the buildings on the nybrokajen, I think its good to use a 
solid natural stone with a variations in grey.

The skin

The innerskins main purpose is to make interaction possible 
between the outside and inside of the building. The relation 
between the skin and he skeleton is based on contrast. The 
skeleton is heavy, harsh and modest, the skin should be light, 
sensitive and modern. 

To create this appearance, the facade should sparkle like the 
water surrounding the operahouse. The glittering, sparkling 
aspect makes it dynamic, light and modern. 

A curtain wall is a good way to get a thin and transparant 
facade. It consists of glass and metal framing. Either glass or 
metal should be used to create the sparkles. 

If the glass is used for the sparkling e�ect, the glass should be 
not in one plane and should be twisted. Due to the breakingsin-
dex of glass this will create a twisted transperancy, which is not 
wished. Creating the sparkling e�ect with glass will not work. 

Using the frames give a lot of options to create the sparkling 
e�ect. The frames could be of a chrome material and irregular 
shaped. While you move around the building, the re�ection will 
change and create the dynamic e�ect.
